Starting with a handtul of children, he displayed
remarkable dynamism and the schoal tlounshed and had
to be shitted to the premises presently occupied by the City
Branch ot the school.

The
pressure trom the Ludhiana community mounted to suchan
extent that in the year 1957, Rai Sahib had 1o set up ancther
branch now at Civil Lines in Ludhiana.

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What is a Wormhole

Awormhcle is athecoretical passage through space-timie that could create shorcuts for
lang jourmeys aoross the universe. A woarmhole can be visualized as a tunnel with two
ends, each aseparate poirt in space time (.. diferent locations or differert points of
time), Wormholes are predicted by the theory of general relativity. But whether
wormiicles actually exist, is nat known, & wormhole could connect extremely [ong
distances such as abillion light years. or more, short distances such asa tew meters,
different universes, or different poirts of fime.

Wormhole Theory

In 1835, Einstein and physicist Mathan Rosen used the theory of general relativity to
elaborate on theidea, proposing the existence of "bridges" through space-ime. These
bridges connect two different polrtsin spacedime, thecretically creating a shorteut that
could reduce travel time and distance, The shortouts came to be called Einstein-Rosen
bricoes, o wormholes, “The whicle thing |s very Pypothetical at this peint," sald
Stephen Hau, aprofessor at the University of Oregon, "Moane thinks we're going to find
a wormhaole amyime soon." Bnstein's theory of general relativity mathematicaly
predicts the existence of wormhicles, but none have beendiscoveredto date,

Through the Wormhole

Science fiction s filled with tales of traveling through wormholas, But the reality of such
fraval I1s more complicated, and not (ust because we've yel 1o spot one: The first
problem s size, |.e, predicted about 10-33 centimeters. Another problem comes from
stabllity, becausa they collapse quickly, Warmhaoles may not only connect two separate
reqgions within the universe, they could also connect two different universes. Similarly,
some scientists have conjectured thatif one mouth of awormhole is moved in aspecific
manner, it could alow for time travel. You ¢an go inta the futline of into the past using
Traversable wormboles. But it won't be easy, "It needs to turm a wormhele into a time
machinz.

It's going tobe toughenough 1o pull off & wormhdle "Awormhole is not really a means
of going back In time, it's a short cut, so thal something that was far away is much
closer” MNASA's Eric Christian wrole, However, scienfisis continue fo explore the
oconecept as a method of space travel with the hope that technology will evertually be

able to utilize them, "You would nesd some of super-super-advanced
technology,”™ Heusaid

WHY IS THE SKY BLUE?

The blue color of the sky is due to Rayleigh scatterdng. As lght moves through the
atmosphere, most of the longer wavelengtns pass straight through. Little of the red,
orange and yvellowlight is affected by the alr

Howeaver, much of the shorter wavalength light is absorbed by the gas molecules, The
absorbed bluslight s then radiated in differert directions. It gets scattered all around
the sky. Whichever direction you lock, some of this scattered blue light reaches you
Since you ses thebluelight fromeverywhere overhead, the skylooks blue

As youleok closer to the horlizon, the sky appears much paler in color, Toreach you, the

scatteredblue light must pass through more air Some of it gets scattered
away again in other directions. Less blue light reaches your ayes. The
caor of the sky near the horizan appears paler or white.

one sye. The other, cowered by the
pillow was in the dark. Whey they
finally put ther phones down, they
couldn't see with the phone aye
necause itwas taking fime for the eye
that biad been in the dank to adjust to
thelight

Such a situation raises
a concermn that food ‘never reaches the
naecy’,

I fact, according o the agiculture miristry,
Hs. 50,000 crore worth of food produced is
wasted every year in the country. If foed is
wasted, there is waste of water used in
agriculture, manpower and electricty used

during food processing  and It even
confributes to deforestation, Teking all into
consideration, the actual worth of money
per year i inda from food wastage s
estimated at whopping Hs 58,000 crare fo
avier Rs.06, 000 orore

While we may not be able 1o reduce food
lost cunng production, we can cerainly
reduce food wastage by taking following
steps-

kept safely at home,

2, We should not waste food at social and
