| would like to start with thanking the Management,
Principal (Mrs. Navita Puri) and the staff of KVM
Ludhiana, for inviting me to the closing ceremony of
their 69th Annual Athletic Meet. It would have been a
privilege to be at such a prestigious Institution but for
my ill health | had to withdraw at the last minute, for
which | sincerely apologise.

When | was approached to be the chief guest for
this year, | was also informed that Abhinav Bindra was
here last year. On knowing this, | had an opportunity to
speak with him to know his experience. His experience
tells me that | would miss the warm hospitality of the
school administration and students. So he told me that
he was so impressed with the magical environment of
the school along with the high standards that was set
by the students. When we have Institutions like KVM, |
am confident in saying that the future of our country is
in safe hands.

| was born in a small village, My father was a
freedom fighter who underwent rigorous imprisonment
more than once. When | was five, my father moved to
Dev Samaj school, Moga where | began my education.
After which | studied at DM college — Moga, Sikh
National College — Lahore and finally Khalsa College —
Amritsar.

The hockey field was right in front of the house my
father had rented, and | was fascinated by it. | started
practising with a small rubber ball against the wall of
our house for hours together. | tell you this to explain
that nothing can take the place of hard work and
practise.

As | got better in hockey, | moved from being a
goal keeper to mid-field and finally the spot that |
dreamt of playing, centre-forward. My dream was to
surpass the achievements of my childhood role model,
Dada Dhyan Chand. And | am fortunate that my
records are not just better than anyone in our great
country but the best in the world.

The world record of 5 goals in the Olympic final in
Helsinki games — 1952 has remained unbeaten for the
longest time across all Olympic sports and is still
unbroken.

| DO wish that WHENEVER this record is broken,
itis by an INDIAN.

On the basis of this, during the London Olympic
(2012), | was honoured by the Olympic Museum by
being chosen as one of 16 'Olympic icons' across all
Olympic disciplines in the last hundred years of the
modem Olympics.

The credit for this goes first to my parents, my
teachers, my coaches, my team mates and well-
wishers. | was an ordinary player in some very good
teams.

While | was studying for
my MA at Khalsa college,
Amritsar, the then Chief of
Punjab Police Sir John
Bennett saw me and
instructed his staff to make me
join the Punjab Police. My father
was a freedom fighter and | too was against joining the
police so, | ran away from college and joined the
CPWD team in Delhi. In the next 2 months, we won 2
All-India tournaments. This angered Sir John, who
sent a Police Party to Delhi to bring me back. They
brought me back to Jalandhar in handcuffs and forced
me to join. Looking back, it was a blessing in disguise
as joining the force showed me the value of discipline,
without which | could have been an average player in
some private club instead of having the honour of
representing my country,

I am a sikh by birth, a nationalist and secular by
choice. My father always said country first. After my
playing days, when | had the privilege of being the
Chief Coach and Manager of India during the 1975
World Cup, this teaching of his always provided me
with inspiration. In spite of his unfortunate sudden
demise during the training camp before the World Cup,
the shock of which caused my wife, to go into coma, |
could focus on the task entrusted to me by my country,
preparing the team for the Worid Cup.

| used to stay with the boys and during breaks
between practice sessions visit my wife who was
admitted in PG| Chandigarh at that time. It was only
after we won the World Cup that | did the final rites of
my father and thanks to god, my wife’s health also
improved.

I tell you this, to impress upon you that, the
country always comes before self and that once you
set a target, don't take your eyes off it,

My wife was my prime motivator. | played all my 3
Olympics as a married man. And through all the highs
and lows, she was with me like a rock. She is
physically not with me now, but she will always be
there

as possible. My last wish is to see India back on the
top.

» Some chemicals, benzene and vinyl chloride, are

known to cause cancer in humans.

Many tend to be gases and liquid hydrocarbons,

which readily vaporize and poliute the air.

The plastic resins themselves are flammable and

have contributed to numerous chemical accidents.

» The preduction of plastic emits substantial amounts

of toxic chemicals in air and water.

Many of the toxic chemicals released in plastic

production cause cancer and birth defects and

damages the nervous system, blood, kidneys and
immune systems.

Plastic contains high volumes of chiorinated plastic

including PVC (also the toxic substances mercury,

arsenic, cadmium and lead.)

Plasticizers are used in PVC that migrate into a

blood recipient via the blood bag, IV bag, IV tubing.

Ethylene oxide which reacts in the body with

haemoglobin is a precursor to polythene plastics

and other synthetic chemicals.

They appreciated the project
idea and together we helped Inesh to make his
project. Inesh took 15 days to complete the
project. He was selected from the school, for the
regional level. On 4th January, 2014, the
regional level contest was held at Guru Nanak
Public School, Sarabha Nagar, Ludhiana, Nearly
250 selected students had come from various
schools of Northern India.

We were speechless when Inesh was
announced as the finalist of the Brain Cafe
Contest to be held at Mumbai on January 18,
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The big day came. We were at the Nehru
Center, Mumbai for the finale. 45 finalists from all
over India, were under one roof with their
projects based on solar panel, water rocket, air
pressure, power generation etc.

Dr. Y.S. Rajan, a member of ISRO and NASA
and four other eminent scientists were the
judges. A mixed bag of tension, nervousness,
curiosity, happiness and joy was there among
the parents and relatives of contestants.

Our hearts were beating fast. The results
were announced. We experienced endless joy
when Inesh was announced as the third prize
winner of Brain Cafe Contest. He won a Lap Top.
We were feeling very proud to be parents of a
Budding Scientist at the age of 7. Here we would
like to appeal to all the students and their
parents that nothing is impossible. We had never
thought of national level contest but it happened
step by step and he won the prize.

As a teacher, | always stress on the
importance of passing on the right sanskaras
to children. What sanskaras have the parents
passed on to their children ?

In
case they do something unfair, they must
be encouraged to make amends, also
encourage them to take stand on behalf of
those who are less privileged.

8. Making choices : Children should be
trained to think through options and use
their faculties to their best before deciding
on an option, They need to stick to their
decision but when the situation demands,
they have to be flexible and intelligent
enough to change it.

9. Healthy and Hygienic habits : Guide the
children to follow oral and body hygiene.

10. Yog and physical fitness : Let the
children cultivate a regular regime of
practising yog, jogging, running, swimming
etc. or let them follow a game of their
choice.

11. Set time for daily prayers : Develop the
attitude of gratitude towards whatever they
are blessed with. Set time for morning and
evening prayer.

alpana Chawla’s path to become an astronaut

began in Karnal, India.

“None of our astronauts travelled a longer path
to space than Kalpana Chawla®, U.S. President
George W. Bush said, "She left India as a student,
but she would see nation of her birth, all of it, from
hundreds of miles above,”

Since childhood Chawla wanted to be an
aerospace engineer. She watched the planes from
the local flying ciub and sometimes would take a
ride in the Pushpak and a glider that the flying club
had.

She graduated from Tagore School, Karnal,
India in 1976 and received a bachelor's degree in
aeronaulical engineering from Punjab Engineering
college in 1982.

Then she moved to U.S.A. to go to graduate
school at the University of Texas — Arlington and
received a master's degree in 1984,

She received a doctorate
engineering in 1988.

Her career in NASA began in 1988 where she
worked for Ames Research Center in California.
However, her successful career at NASA was brief.
The agency selected her as an astronaut candidate
in December 1994, and she reported to Johnson
Space Center in March 1995,

in aerospace

Her first flight was
STS - 87, the fourth
U.S. Micro-gravity J
Payload flight, on |
space shuttle Columbia
from November 19 to
December 5, 1997.
She was a mission
specialist and operated
Columbia's robot arm.

She returned to space on January 16, 2003
aboard Columbia. She served as a mission
specialist during the 16 day research flight. The
STS-107 crew conducted more than 80
experiments, Chawla and her six crewmates
perished on February 1, 2003 over Texas as
Columbia was entering Earth's atmosphere en
South to landing at Kennedy Space Center, Florida.

Chawla was both inspiration and motivation and
had a great sense of humour. She wanted to reach
the stars. Her hometown and adopted country both
miss her and take inspiration from her to motivate
kids from all over the world to be fearless, brave and
to strive for their goals, «

Cancer

ancer is a group of diseases in which cells are
aggressive, invasive or metastatic. These three
malignant properties of cancers differentiate them
from benign tumours, which are self limited in their
growth and do not invade or metastasize.

Cancer may affect people at all ages, even
foetus, but risk for the more common varieties tends
to increase with age. Cancer cause about 13% of all
deaths.

Apart from people, forms of cancer may affect
animals and plants. Nearly all cancers are caused
by abnormalities in the genetic material of the
transformed cells.

These abnormalities may be due to the effects
of carcinogens such as tobacco, smoke, radiation,
chemicals or infection agents.

Other cancer promoting genetic abnormalities
may be randomly acquired through errors in DNA
replication, or are inherited and thus present in all
celis from birth.

Science Update - India develops a thornless rose

thornless rose has been developed by the Institute of Himalayan Bioresource Technology

(IHBT) at Palampur, Himachal Pradesh and named Himalayan Wonder. Its nearest rival is
the Grand Gala developed in Netherlands. But the Himalayan Wonder has a sturdier stem, has
no leaves close to the flower and has a shelf life of seven days. It is an accidental discovery, the
researchers stumbling upon the unusual type while conducting some other experiment.

Five
years later when they found the plant maintained the stability of its distinguishing trait
expression, they gave it the identifying name.

digital mirror has been discovered by Accenture

Technology's Laboratory in Sophia Anti Polis near
Paris in France, which reveals what a person will look
like in 5 years if he does no exercise, eat too much of
junk food and drinks too much alcohol.

hen people notice something we have done and make us the center

of attention they say we are “in the limelight". Where did this
expression come from ? It is chemistry that provides the answer. When
actors appear on a stage, there are lights in a row along the front of the
stage that shine on the actors and make the actors easier for the audience
to see. These lights are called footlights. Before electric lights were
invented, the light for footlights and spotlights was produced by using a
chemical called calcium oxide. The common name for calcium oxide is lime.

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Accidental Inventions that
Changed the WORLD

1. Matches : In 1826, John Walker noticed a
dried lump on the end of a stick while he
was stirring a mix of chemicals. When he
tired to scrape it off, it sparks and flame.
Walker marketed the first friction matches as
‘Friction Light'.

2. Mauveine (aniline purple dye) : In 1856,
William Perkins was working to create an
artificial quinine to help treat malaria,
instead came up with a muddy coal tar
residue. Upon closer inspection, he noticed
a stunning colour mauve. The world's first
synthetic dye was born.

3. Teflon : Roy Plunkett, a chemist accidently
stumbled across a non-reactive, non-sticky
chemical while experimenting  with
refrigerants. Today we know it as Teflon.

4. Pennicillin While studying staphy-
lococcus, Alexander Fleming added some of
the bacteria to petri dishes before leaving
for vacation. Although he had expected the
bacteria to grow, upon returning he was
surprised to find a mould growing in the
dishes instead. After a close interaction he
found that the mould released a byproduct
which inhibited the growth of the
staphylococcus thus giving birth to the first
antibiotic in the world-Penicillin,

5. Pacemaker Wilson Greatbatch was
working on a contraption that would record
human heart beats when he accidently
inserted the wrong resistor. It ended up
perfectly mimicking the heart’s rhythm and
thus gave birth to the first implantable
pacemaker.

6. Super Glue : While developing plastic lens
for qun sights, Harry Coover, a researcher
at Kodak laboratories, stumbled across a
synthetic adhesive made from
cyanoacrylate which is today sold under the
trade name of “super glue”,

7. Smart Dust : Jamie link, a graduate student
at the University of California was working
on a silicon chip but the chip accidently
destroyed and she realized that the
individual pieces could still function as
sensors. Today those sensors are used o
detect everything from deadly tumors to
biological agents.

8. Saccharin : In 1879, Constantin Fahlberg, a
chemist trying to find alternatives for coal
tar, came home after a long day of work only
to notice that his wife's biscuits tasted a lot
sweeter than usual. After asking her about it
he realized he hadn't washed his hands
after work, and voila.

9. X-Ray : In 1895, when Wilhelm Roentgen
was performing an experiment using
cathode rays. He noticed that a fluorescent
card-board across the room was lighting up
inspite of the fact that there was a thick
block between the cathode ray and the
cardboard. He knew that cathode rays
would not travel that far. So not knowing
what the rays were he named them 'X-rays’.
signifying the unknown nature. X-Ray
ensured great interest and ensured his
place in history of medicine and science.

10. Plastic — Bakelite : In 1907, Leo Hendrik
Baekeland accidently created bakelite. His
initial quest was to invent a ready
replacement for Shellac, an expensive
product derived from Lac bugs. Rather than
a Shellac — like material, he inadvertently
created a polymer, that was unique and it
didn't melt under heat and stress. This was
the starting of a new era of synthetic
materials.

SOLAR KITCHEN

Lunch time is an hour away. Chefs dressed in
spotless white are working in tandem to ensure
that the food is cooked to perfection. The brightly lit
kitchen is filled with an overwhelming aroma of
curry leaves in dal and rice being boiled in steam
cooker. Spread across 7,000 sq. m, the kitchen has
over 15 such cookers with capacities of 500-1000
litres and many deep pans for cooking vegetables.
The food is to be served to an impressive 15,000
diners.

There are bigger kitchens but none that run on
solar energy. Built in 1998 this one is in the
headquarters of Brahma Kumaris World Spiritual
University (BKWSU) is Shantivan, 18 km from
Mount Abu in Rajasthan. Mount Abu is the only hill
station of the desert state.

heats up the receiver. The temperature reaches up
to 500°C at its focal point. These receivers are
attached to pipes running along the rows of
concentrators. The temperature of the receiver
heats the water inside the pipes and steam is
generated. The entire solar installation generates
3.6 tonnes of steam every day which is used for
preparing food and drinks. Around 50 kg of rice can
be cooked within 12 minutes. "It saves around 200
litres of diesel and 1.2 tonnes of carbon dioxide
emissiones in a day. The kitchen also saves 184 kg
of LPG every day" says Aneta Loj. The university,
spread in an area of 30 hectares has two more
campuses in Mount Abu and both use solar energy
to cook. “The university annually gets a million
visitors. To cook food we want to reduce our

The kitchen where vegetarian meals for 38,000
people can be cooked at one go, uses solar energy
in the form of steam generated on the roof of a
building next to the kitchen.

The roof is an interesting sight. After climbing
stairs of the four-storey building, one is greeted by
a wall that says, “Welcome to solar World". The
roof has 84 shining parabolic concentrators, each
one looking like a huge dish made of reflecting
concave mirrors. These dishes are arranged in
pairs with one placed higher than the other. A
rotating support adjusts the dishes automatically
according to the sun's position so that it can reflect
and focus maximum sunlight on receivers. A strong
beam of reflected sunlight from the concentrators

dependence on fossil fuels. This led to the creation
of solar kitchen™ says Loj. At present the food is
being cooked for 17,500 people. The headquarters
can house 25,000 people. A big advantage of this
project is that the heat produced can be stored for
as long as 16 hours to use the energy after sunset.
The stored heat can be between 250°C to 450°C.
“Promotion of clean energy is one of the Guilding
principles of the spiritual university in striving for a
sustainable future” Concludes Pilz.

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What to do when it’s difficult to
Breathe Through the Nose

If you have difficulty in breathing through the
nose, it remains blocked or stuffed up, your sense
of smell is not sharp enough and you get a cold
very frequently, you are quite likely to have a polyp
in the nasal cavity.

What is a nasal polyp ?

Nasal polyps are soft, painless, jelly-like,
teardrops or grape-shaped growth on the mucus
membrane or the lining of the nasal cavity. They
are non-cancerous. Polyps block the passage of
the air through the nose. They may be present on
the one side or may be on both sides. When polyps
are small, they may not cause any symptom at all.
They are not normally painful to touch. Nasal
polyps are more common in adults above the age
of 40 and are more likely to affect men as
compared to women,

Cause :

The exact cause of nasal polyps is unknown. It
has been observed that people who are allergic or
who have asthma and hay fever are more likely to
develop polyps. Recurrent inflammation in the
sinuses may cause the polyps. If a person has
nasal polyps, he is more likely to have chronic
sinusitis.

Symptoms :

Small polyps may go completely unnoticed as
they are neither visible to the eye nor do they
cause any symptoms. The bigger ones are easily
visible to the naked eye. They are the ones that
cause the symptoms and are, therefore, easily
noticed. Since the presence of the polyps does not
allow the air to pass freely, it results in a feeling of
stuffiness and difficulty in breathing. The sensation
of smell is reduced Headache is a frequent
occurence in patients with nasal polyps. Some
patients may even experience loss of taste and
loss of smell. Blocking of the pathways causes the
mucous draining. This mucous gets infected and
causes bad smell and the yellowish or greenish
mucus that is often drained into the nose.

Treatment :

A person should consult on E.N.T. specialist in
case he/she has nasal polyps.

Artificial LUNGS created in Lab

cientists have taken major studies in developing engineered lung tissue that

could so use for future transplants or testing the effects of new drugs. The
scientists that implanted the engineered lung tissue into rats, that worked like a
real thing helping the animals breathe and supplying blood with fresh oxygen.

Another group of scientists at Harvard University developed tiny lung device
from human tissue and synthetic materials to test for environment toxins or see

if new drugs work.

Both studies highlighted advancement in tissue engineering in which

research combine synthetic materials and human cells to work like natural
organs. This is an early step in regeneration of entire lungs for the larger
animals and eventually for humans. The team stripped away cells from rat lung
that could cause organ rejection and used the remaining cells at their starting
point,

They infused this tissue with lung specific stem cells and placed them in a
bio-reactor a kind of incubator, built to resemble foetal like conditions when

implanted into rats, the lung functioned much like a normal lung for up to two
hours.

‘Ayurveda’ the science of life which is natural
healing system to mankind. Ayurveda originated as
part of ‘Vedic Science’. Ayurveda includes herbal
medicines, body work, surgery, psychology and
spirituality. ‘AYU' means life 'VEDA' means science,
so literally ‘AYURVEDA' means ‘science of life’. The
science of life, is an ancient system of Indian
medicines that is 4,000 years old. According to
Ayurveda, health depends on the normal balance of

plants and Sushruta mentions 760. In olden days
the physicians used to collect the plants and
prepare the drug themselves many of these have
finally pharmacopoeias (books describing drugs).
Ancient Ayurveda included advanced surgical
practices details of instruments for different
operations are given in the classical texts. Even
plastic surgery was done particularly for the
restoration of amputated {cut off) nose by
transplanting tissue from the cheek.

Modern surgeons have adopted this technique.
Sushruta describes 20 sharp and 101 blunt surgical
instruments. During the British rule, large sections
of the population, especially in rural areas,

continued to rely on Ayurveda - Indian System of
Medicine. But Allopathy (Western System of
Medicine) was officially encouraged by the British.
Since Independence, Ayurveda has received official

three elements of the body — Vata (air), pitta (bile)
and Kapha (phlegm). Information about the system
with proof is contained in two important medical
treatises in Sanskrit language -~ the Chakra,
Samhita and the Sushruta Samhita, considered as
belonging to the physician Charaka, and Sushruta,
who was a surgeon, These are compilations of up
to date medical knowledge made in the 1st century
A.D. and later in the 7th century A.D. Another work,
widely followed in recent times is Vaghabhatta's
‘Ashtangahridayam’ Sushruta defined as many as
1,200 diseases including tuberculosis and small
pox. Ayurvedic treatment is largely dietetic and
medicinal. All drugs used are obtained from
indigenous plants. Charaka lists 500 medicinal

recognition. Ayurvedic Universities and colleges
have been started and integrated courses set up
combining the study of Ancient remedies and
modern medicine. Many research institutions are
now documenting ancient health practices and
Herbal Remedies. Ayurveda is an excellent path to
transformation of lives.

What does a Snake Milker do ?

snake milker extracts venom from live snakes. Snake venom is used to produce life-
saving anti-venom for victims of snake bite. Medical research labs also test the
venom to make medicines for patients suffering from strokes and malignant tumours.

The poison can be extracted in two ways. In the traditional manual method, the snake
milker presses down on the snake's head at three key points to bring the fangs to the
fore. The snake is then induced to bite a latex membrane that is stretched across the rim
of a glass container. When it bites, the snake spits out its yellow - coloured poison into
the vial. The second method uses electric stimulation, in which a helper gives the snake
a mild shock of 2-5 watts. The muscles around the venom glands contract, forcing out
the venom. At a time, only 2-4 drops of venom is extracted which is then freeze - dried

and sent to labs.
The milking process is long and difficult. Ten snakes are needed to produce just one
gram of pure cobra venom.

HOW MANY EYES DOES A DRAGONFLY HAVE ?

In each eye of dragonfly there may be as many as twenty-eight thousand little eyes. But not only this
makes the eyes of the dragonfly so exceptional. When a dragonfly hunts for its prey, it flies in zigzags
above a meadow, up and down, to and fro, catching flies and mosquitoes. If a fly is light and the fly dark. If
a dark object is moving against a bright background, the dragonfly is sure to seize it. So the upper halves
of the dragonfly’s eyes do not distinguish colours. They do not have to. This is why there are fewer little
eyes in the upper half and they are simpler. But below itself the dragonfly sees grass, flowers and bushes,
and all these are bright and colourful. To notice prey against the carpet of leaves and flowers, the eye
must be able to distinguish it from this carpet. This is why the lower halves of the dragonfly’s eyes have
more little eyes. These can distinguish various colours and, in general, see much better. Next time you go
to the woods, remember that thousands of eyes are watching you from under the grass, stalks and
leaves. And every eye sees you differently.
